2) Check for standing water around 
 foundation
3) Inspect sprinkler heads for proper 
 operation
4) Inspect landscaping drainage swales and  
 drain lines for positive drainage
5) Inspect exterior painted surfaces
6) Check operation and tighten bolts on roll- 
 up garage doors monthly
7) Monitor A/C condensation lines
8) Maintain monthly insect control
