The interest rate of a home equity line of credit is
adjustable and is subject to change. By contrast, the home
equity loan gives you the full amount of the loan in one lump
sum and the interest rate remains fixed for the entire loan
period.

According to McCaffrey, Energy Star-qualified homes increase homeowner comfort with tighter construction, which 
eliminates drafts, blocks the entry of airborne pollutants, pests, and moisture, and reduces outside noise, all while 
maintaining the desired temperature throughout the house.  He said that this is achieved with special framing techniques
used in conjunction with improved insulation systems to eliminate most construction voids.

Energy Star is a government-backed program helping businesses and consumers protect the environment through 
superior energy efficiency. More than 7,000 organizations partner with the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency in the
Energy Star program.

4. Caulk and repaint all exterior woodwork as needed. 

5. Make sure drainage swales and downspouts drain away from house.

6. Have a licensed professional inspect roof and roof vents.

1. Test smoke and carbon 
monoxide detectors.

2. Clean and clear debris from 
weep holes in windows. 

3. Replace batteries in thermostat.

4. Lubricate window tracks as needed.

5. Change air filters.
